Field Courses: 

*EESC UN1010, Field Excursion to Death Valley—open to First-Year and Sophomores only—meets January - March, followed by Spring Break Field Trip, March 11-18, 2022. Apply by Friday, November 11.  (See https://eesc.columbia.edu/content/eesc-un1010 for details). Funding is partially covered by the department, but remaining student fees to cover a portion of the costs: approx. $600.  There are possibilities for additional help with Tow Grants through Beyond Barnard.

EESC BC3029, Bermuda: Case Studies, Martin Stute and Terryanne Maenza-Gmelch. Applications handled through Passport. Student fees to cover a portion of the costs: approx. $600.  Apply via Barnard’s Passport System (Application deadline extended to Sunday, November 13.)  While the department co-funds costs for this course, student contribution is roughly $572.  Additional scholarships are available for high-financial-need students—please find out more information through Barnard Global for more information.

EESC UN3010, Field Geology (Italy), Steve Goldstein, Sidney Hemming.  Students must have an interest and prior coursework in geology.  If you are interested in taking this course, please email Professors Steve Goldstein & Sidney Hemming.

SDEV GU4400, Sustainable Development in Sub-Saharan Africa: Exploring Rwanda, Lisa Dale has a field component in Rwanda over Spring Break, limited to 10 students, priority to SDEV majors.


**SDEV courses have limits in size and priority given to Columbia Sustainability Majors.  All students enroll via a waitlist. We recommend you reach out directly to the instructor about your major and interest in the course. 

***EAEE E4009, GIS-Research Enviro. Infrastructure Management, Y. Gorokhovich is open to Barnard students. Register for Wednesday’s Lab, the Thursday lab is optional. Let us know if you have trouble enrolling. 

N.B. Some courses, particularly upper-level, graduate-level, and Engineering (EAEE) courses have pre-requisites. Consult the catalogue, your adviser, or the dept to ensure that you’ve completed pre-requisites before finalizing your program. Courses in Environmental Health (EHSC) held at the School of Public Health campus, with the exception of P6300, have prerequisite of 2 years of Chemistry, 1 year of Biology and calc. To enroll in any International Affairs (SIPA) class, you prior approval from Dean Youngblood Giles at Beyond Barnard.
